Having identified around 6 small cluster groups of young people living in Barton aged 13 ~ 19, together we have formed “44 Stars” a Boys club, run by boys and giving the ownership to become quality young Men. 

Barton estate is primarily divided into East & West (Bayswater Road separating the two) however the area is again broken down into smaller locations relating to street corners, shops, parks and certain alleyways. 

The work, which I’ve carried out, combines all the areas & in return has brought together a mixture of children who, would not normally associate with one other. 

They group consist of:

· School Attendees & Non Attendees (main stream & pupils from Iffley Mead ~ MLD)

·  A+ & A Star students

· Vulnerable, At risk, Harlow Centre & NEET children 

· School leavers & Part time college students who have welcomed the challenge to change their direction in life 

I have personally known & worked with over 90% of the group since their primary days & would like to continue to encourage & engage each other in regular activities within a project 

The initiative will offer (all the above, as in the title) the groups success is becoming evident from the positive decisions they are currently making, i.e., working & combining as a group & having an appreciation for myself through giving up my free time in order to give them the chance to express themselves.

The group of over 45 young people is currently using “Football as the FUEL to drive the mechanism” with fixtures having already taken place against other local estates.  

Initially targeting 13 ~ 19 year olds, the project will offer us the chance to mentor them through the long, tough times at Secondary school & guide them into option’s of: 

· Attending 6th form, college & University

·  Leadership & other courses

·  CV building & applying for employment 

·  Team building & Communication skills 

·   First aid

·  Football, Sports & Fitness techniques

·  Promoting Group work & giving them the confidence to explore their individual avenues 

·  Substance awareness, Healthy living & Nutritional factors

·  Promoting the positive 16+ year olds to mentoring their younger counter parts

·  Becoming responsible for their actions, knowing the law & taking active steps for their own development
